6. Insurance It is the competitor’s responsibility to ensure they have adequate insurance cover for the event. Chaucer insurance is available, see the entry form for details.. 

7. Programme  The event will begin at the Silent Pool Car park on the A25(187/059 485). Signing on will commence at 20:00 and all crews must be signed-on by Car 0 leaving at 21:00. The event will finish at the Sea Horse PH Shalford. (186/999 477) at approx. 22:50.
