Supplementary Regulations

Announcement

Basingstoke Motor Club will organise a navigational 12-car rally on 20/02/2009. The event will run to the GR’s of the RACMSA except as modified by these instructions and any other written instruction the organisers issue. The event will start and finish at Portals Sport and Social Club (185/491485½).

Eligibility

The event is open to members of Basingstoke MC and members of the following invited clubs: Hart MC; Guildford MC; Wessex MC; CSMA; Dolphin MC; Windsor MC; Sutton & Cheam MC

Timetable

The entry list opens on publication of these regulations and closes at 7.45pm on 20.2.09.  

Signing on opens at 7.15pm and the first car will start at 8.01pm.

The entry fee is £4.50 plus £15.50 insurance premium if using Lockton.
Classes

There will be two classes; expert and novice.  

Route and navigation 

The route will cover approximately 55 miles of tarmac on map 185 latest edition.  Each class will use different navigation to complete the same route.  Navigation will be issued in sealed envelopes to be opened at Time Controls at your given time. 

The organisers times and mileages are deemed correct and as such are not open to protest.

Timing and Penalties

Timing will be by marshal’s watches set to BBC time.  Cars will leave TC1 at one minute intervals.

Maximum lateness will be 30 mins except for TC1 where it will be 5 mins.

Passage checks may be staffed but will probably be inhabited by code boards.

Ensure that marshals at Time Controls note your time, tick for envelope and correct approach (if appropriate) and sign your timecard in the correct place. 

Code boards do not need to be countersigned. 

If there is no marshal there should be a Codeboard (write it in the marshal’s signature box if possible). If there aren’t any boards then either they’ve been nicked or you’re in the wrong place.

If there is no marshal please wait for your due time – a marshal may arrive just in time!

Ties will be resolved by the ‘furthest cleanest’ rule, then by class (novice first), then by engine capacity.  If it’s still a tie then you both win.

All areas with a less than 60mph speed limit, anywhere close to a residence and the section between the final control (TC8) and the finish venue are Quiet Zones. Drive in a high gear and sensible manner. Dip if bringing daylight to someone’s house.

Insurance

The Club has applied to Lockton for a Blanket Cover Note under their Motor Sports Club scheme. This will provide competitors who need to use the scheme with third party cover necessary to meet RTA requirements on the road sections of the event.

The basic rate for the event (before any loadings) will be £ 15.50

All new applicants wishing to use the Scheme must be able to comply with all points of the following Declaration:-

· Over 21 and Held a Full Licence for at least 6 months

· Not more than 1 fault accident in last 3 years

· No more than a maximum of 6 speeding points on licence

· No physical or mental disabilities

· No other material facts

If you are able to comply with all the points above all you will need to do is sign on using the Lockton Insurance form at the start. -  No Letter of Acceptance will be issued.

If you are unable to comply with any of above points you will need to complete a Declaration Form. Either contact the organiser for one or go direct to Lockton 14 days prior to the event to allow sufficient time for it to be returned or faxed to the insurers for a letter of acceptance to be issued.
