Supplementary Regulations

1. Southsea Motor Club will organise a Clubman Status Navigational Rally on Saturday 16th and Sunday 17th November 2013. The start venue is yet to be finalised but will be in the Wickham area. A diagram of the noise test and start venue will be provided with final instructions. 
2. The meeting will be held under the General Regulations of the Motor Sports Association Ltd (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA), these supplementary regulations and any other instructions issued by the organisers.
3. The MSA permit number is TBC. DoT Authorisation has been applied for, the permit number for which will be published in the final instructions.
4. The event is open to fully paid up members of Southsea Motor Club and members of the following invited clubs –

5. The event will have a capacity of 20 cars. Any crew not signed on by 2145 will be deemed a non-starter and the first car will depart at 2230 on Saturday 16th November 2013.
6. The route will cover approximately 110 miles in Hampshire on OS 1:50,000 Landranger Maps 185 (D3), 186 (C4), 196 (D3), & 197 (D1). Fuel will be available on the run out from start venue to MTC1, the finish venue at Rownhams Services on the M27, and a splash and dash opportunity approximately half way round. There are plenty of petrol stations within 5 miles of the start venue if you wish to fuel up before the run out to MTC1.
7.  Competing vehicles will be identified by paper plates provided by the organisers which will be affixed inside the nearside rear and rear windows. Other identification may be provided. 
8. Judges of Fact will be appointed at the start and will be observing compliance with these regulations and the GR’s of the MSA. Additionally driving standards observers may be appointed.

9. There will be four classes – 

Beginners – maps with entire route provided – for new competitors or limited to less than one year’s experience on night road events or 12 cars as a beginner

Novices – simple navigation consisting of map traces or very simple navigation methods such as tulips, spot heights, and map symbols. A full list of any novice navigation methods to be used will be provided in the final instructions.
Semi-experts – a broader range of navigation methods but with explanations for all but the simplest of methods such as those used by novices. 
Experts – a broader range of navigation methods unlikely to have explanations – suitable for crews with experience of night road events and navigational methods used on ACSMC events since 2000. 

10. An award will be presented to the winning driver and navigator of each class subject to their being 3 entrants in each class on the entry list by Saturday 10th November. 

11. The entry list opens on the publication of these regulations and closes on midday Saturday 9th November. Late entries may be accepted subject to the approval of the organisers. The entry fee will be £20 and all entries will be submitted on the accompanying entry form which should be sent to the entries secretary. All entries are accepted at the discretion of the organisers and were possible will be acknowledged by email.

13. Competitors will be issued at signing on with time cards and a list of black spots, quiet zones, and any other required information regarding road safety or PR sensitivity. Navigation in sealed envelopes will be issued at MTC1. Navigation for each section should not be opened until instructed to do so by the marshal at each time control. Penalties will apply for opening envelopes before instructed. Controls will open 15 minutes before the first car due and 30 minutes after the last car due except for the first two controls which will only stay open 15 minutes later than the last car is due. 

14. Penalties for all aspects of the rally will be as follows – 

Arriving late at a time control - 



1 minute per minute late
Arriving early at a time control - 


2 minutes per minute early

Making up more time than indicated on the time card
1 Fail

Wrong approach to a time control - 


1 Fail

Not visiting a TC within maximum lateness - 

1 Fail per control missed

Not visiting an MTC within maximum lateness - 

OTL/DNF

Missing or incorrect  code board - 


10 minutes per board

Opening an envelope before instructed - 

1 Fail

Failing to stop at a giveway - 



1st offence – 1 Fail

15. Provisional results will be published as soon as possible after the event has finished as in accordance with GR D26. These will become final 30 minutes after assuming no valid protests are lodged. All judicial procedures will be followed as per the MSA blue book if required. Printed results will be posted or emailed to competitors as soon as possible after the event. 
16. The official notice board will be on display at signing on. 

17. Timing will be Schedule Timing as defined in R12. The Summer Time Card design will be used. Competitors may wait within the bounds of the control for their correct time. 

18. Quiet zones and neutral sections will be observed by competitors by passing through in a quiet manner in as high a gear as possible and without auxiliary lights. If main beam lights are likely to disturb residents then they too should be dipped. Failure to observe correctly will be penalised as per SR 14. 

19. Controls and checks maybe identified as follows – 

MTC or MNTC – main time control - where information other than navigation can be issued and time cards collected. 

NTC – neutral time control – a control at the end of a neutral section at which you cannot make up any time. No time penalties will apply for late arrival other than OTL.

TTC – a control at the end of a transport section
TC – a control at the end of a standard competitive section

PC – a manned passage check as identified in R11.4

RC – an unmanned route check as identified in R11.3. In this case it will be a code board consisting of one or two letters or a letter and a digit. 

20. Mobile phones may be carried by competitors for emergency use only. Any use to contact other competitors for unsporting reasons will be be penalised as per SR 14

21. Use of GPS navigational aids is strictly forbidden.

22. Insurance will be available to competitors on the night of the event. The insurance provider will be identified in the Final Instructions.
