Farnborough District Motor Club Ltd will organise a 12 Car Navigational Rally starting from the Car Park adjacent to the Basingstoke Canal MR 186/77775 53800 and finish near to the Fox and Goose Public House, Greywell MR 186/718 513 

Navigation will use acknowledged methods, see Section 10.

The meeting will be held under the General Regulations of the Motor Sports Association Ltd (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA); these Supplementary Regulations and any further written instructions that the organising clubs may issue for the event.

ELIGIBILITY

The event is open to members of Farnborough District Motor Club, Guildford Motor Club, Hart Motor Club, Dolphin Motor Club, Basingstoke Motor Club, Rotherham and the CSMA. 

4.      All competitors in the event must produce a valid Club Membership card at 'Signing-On'.  Any               competitor failing to do so WILL NOT START THE EVENT.

E.
Results:
Provisional results will be published ASAP after the last car has finished.  These will be declared final after 30 minutes.  If there is a protest, results will remain provisional and if necessary, a new set of results will be sent to competitors within 7 days, these will become final after a further 7 days. 

Cars will start at one minute intervals in numerical order.  OS 1:50,000 map number 186(C2) will       be required.  The route will be approximately 60 miles on coloured roads only.

TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

Cars will be scrutineered to ensure roadworthiness, valid tax disc, and may be subjected to a noise test, i.a.w. MSA Blue book. The carrying of an emergency triangle and first aid kit is strongly recommended.

CLASSIFICATION 

8. The event will consist of 3 classes as follows:-

Experts – any crew whose navigator has won a 12 car rally or higher status road rally

Novices – any crew not eligible as an Expert or Beginner.

Beginners – any crew whose navigator has competed in no more than 3 previous 12 cars, and has not finished in the top 3 thereof.
